I saac Blum (T  BLUM, I )
Hoodie Rosen's  l i fe  i sn ' t  that  bad.  Sure,  h is
ent i re  Orthodox Jewish community  has  just
picked up and moved to  the quiet ,  most ly
non-Jewish town of  Tregaron,  but  Hoodie 's
world  hasn't  changed that  much.  The people
of  Tregaron aren't  happy that  so  many

Tahereh Maf i  (T  MAFI ,  T)
I t ' s  2002,  a  year  after  9/11.  I t ' s
an extremely  turbulent  t ime
pol i t ica l ly ,  but  especia l ly  so  for
someone l ike  Shir in ,  a  s ixteen-
year-old  Musl im g ir l  who's  t i red
of  being stereotyped.  Shir in  i s
never  surpr ised by how horr ib le  

people  can be.  She's  t i red of  the rude stares ,
the degrading comments--even the phys ica l
v io lence--she endures  as  a  result  of  her  race,
her  re l ig ion,  and the h i jab she wears  every
day.  So she's  bui l t  up protect ive  wal ls  and
refuses  to  let  anyone c lose enough to  hurt
her .  Instead,  she drowns her  f rustrat ions  in
music  and spends her  afternoons break-
dancing with her  brother .  But  then she meets
Ocean James.  He's  the f i rst  person in  forever
who real ly  seems to  want  to  get  to  know
Shir in .  I t  terr i f ies  her- - they seem to come
from two i rreconci lable  wor lds- -and Shir in
has  had her  guard up for  so  long that  she's
not  sure she' l l  ever  be able  to  let  i t  down.

Veda,  a  c lass ica l  dance prodigy
in  India ,  l ives  and breathes
dance--so when an acc ident
leaves  her  a  below-knee
amputee,  her  dreams are
shattered.  For  a  g i r l  who's
grown used to  receiv ing
applause for  her  dance prowess  

and f lex ib i l i ty ,  adjust ing to  a  prosthet ic  leg  is
painful  and humbl ing.

Paul ,  a  re l ig ious  teen l iv ing in  a  smal l
conservat ive  town,  f inds  h is  wor ld  turned
upside down when he meets  Manuel- -a  young
man who says  he's  both Chr ist ian and gay,  two
things  that  Paul  d idn't  th ink  could coexist  in  one
person.
